ry winners will be announced and given *
the accolade of RCN Wales Nurse of the *
Year 2024.

Please ensure
you have the workplace and contact details for
the nominee and the verifier ready before com-
pleting the form. Please tell us the reasons ‘why’
you have chosen to nominate this individual and
provide sufficient evidence of how the nominee
meets each of the award criteria. We appreciate
this takes time to complete and we would like to
highlight the importance of using the full 500-
words, to help with this there is a 300-word limit.
The nominator should clearly set out in their sub-
mission how the nominee has given exceptional
service as follows:
- address each of the award criteria
- evidence how they exceed expectations; per-
forming at a level above and beyond normal
benchmarks.

- evidence how they have made important
and significant contributions in their role.

a panel of judges.

attend an interview in September 2024.

mony is mandatory. Inability to attend will dis-
qualify candidates from the 2024 judging pro-
cess.

However, candidates will be encouraged to
resubmit their nomination in the following year.

e The RCN reserves the right to disqualify any
candidate at any stage of the selection process
if it is considered to be in the best interest of
the nursing and midwifery profession.
